   LET’S GET ACQUAINTED WITH THE CHURCH 
OF GOD!    It is a very general name, isn’t it—the 
Church of God?  Perhaps it’s too inclusive.  Perhaps it’s 
better to be too inclusive than to be too exclusive.  
Perhaps every Christian group thinks of itself, at least in 
some sense, to be God’s Church.  Let’s look more closely 
at one religious body called the Church of God whose 
general offices are in Anderson, Indiana. 

   WHAT ABOUT THE BIBLE!   We place great 
emphasis on the Bible and its authority for the individual 
believer.  It outranks tradition, customs of society, and 
creedal statements as a source of guidance and insight 
into the nature and will of God.  

   WHAT ABOUT GOD!  God is the great Creator and 
ruler of the universe, but also intimately concerned with 
each person and the details of our lives.  God is loving, 
just, kind, forgiving, healing, renewing and creating. 

   WHAT ABOUT JESUS CHRIST!  We see Jesus 
Christ as both the divine Son of God and a real figure on 
the history of civilization.  He died on the cross for our 
sins.  He now lives again with His Father in heaven. 

   WHAT ABOUT HEALING!  God cares for all of us 
as though there were only one of us.  We have the 
privilege of looking to God for healing of soul, mind, and 
body.  We believe, of course, that God works through the 
skill of doctors, surgeons, nurses and medicine. 

   WHAT OUR CHURCH PRACTICES!  We believe 
baptism by immersion is a visible sign of a spiritual 
experience--as is the Lord’s supper, and we would add 
footwashing.   

   WHO HAS AUTHORITY!  Authority, we believe, is a 
spiritual matter.  We are reluctant to recognize positional 
authority and quick to recognize spiritual authority.  Each 
congregation has a pastor, but whose ultimate authority 
must be that of earned leadership.  We have a Trustee 
Board to manage our property and a Council to work 
with the Pastor in Spiritual matters.  The real authority at 
West Side rests with the people--they elect leadership and 
then trust these leaders to direct the day by day operation 
of the church.
